Mr. Albert P. Albano received a B.A. in art history
and graduated Phi Beta Kappa from Hofstra in
1976. He worked as apprentice with Orrin Riley at
the Guggenheim Museum before completing his
specialized post-graduate art conservation work at
Cooperstown and later a Master of Arts from New
York State University. He has held the positions
of Associate Conservator at the Philadelphia
Museum of Art, Senior Conservator for the
Museum of Modern Art in New York; and Director
of Conservation at Winterthur Museum and
Gardens in Delaware. As Executive Director, Mr.
Albano currently leads the efforts of the
Intermuseum Conservation Association (ICA), a
not-for-profit center for art conservation,
preservation sciences, and educational services.

Grays members are reminded that we can all
profit from the public outreach programs offered
by the ICA. Several of our Trustees toured the
ICA workshop and restoration facilities during a
recent Open House. Membership participation in
preservation workshops is an excellent way to
enhance our organizational know-how.
